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Second Grade 
  
Need a new perspective?  Try art!  
  
When your child spends time illustrating a story, creating a cartoon, building a piece of pottery, or 
painting a picture, it is time well-spent.  If your child’s assignment involves illustrating a story, the 
picture should reveal their perspective on the words which have been read.  The viewer can “see” the 
depth of their comprehension skills.  The main idea and details of the text should be obvious in their 
illustration.  Other aspects of growth and development encouraged by art production and appreciation 
include:  creative thinking, problem solving, math skills, shapes and patterns, using materials in different 
ways, understanding other cultures, and critical thinking. 
  
There are many opportunities unique to our community for art appreciation and creative development.  
For starters, consider the Morse Museum, Crealde, the Orlando Museum of Art, Leu Gardens and the 
Winter Park Sidewalk Arts Festival.  We are a very visual society and, as such, we must realize that 
“perspective” is more than an art term to be defined or a challenging skill for an artist to master.  It 
reveals our children's abilities to understand themselves and the world in which they live.  Let’s 
encourage them to include creativity in their academic assignments as well as their free-time activities.
